With the expertise of Miss Sue, a viticulturist, we
learned the correct way to prune a grape vine,
and it was obvious that Miss Sue was in her
element with this task. The children and Miss Sue
did a fantastic job and now we await the harvest.

After our grape pruning mission we decided that
we would use some of the grape pruning offcuts
to propagate some new plants. So, once again
under Miss Sue’s guidance the cuttings were
prepared by using suitable lengths of offcuts,
dipping them in vegemite and then planting them
in sand.

The bucket of sand was collected by Felicity and
Chelsea, which proved to be a lengthy endeavour
to collect and carry as it was quite heavy. We
harvested some of our snow peas and did a lot of
preparations to the garden beds ready for
planting. It was such an enjoyable day.
